HB1162 (C. Fite) passed the House chamber ... 75 Yes 14 No 3 Not Voting 8 Present (see the link). It’s companion SB120 (English) received a unanimous DO PASS from Senate Revenue and Taxation. SB120 goes to the full Senate tomorrow when the convene at 1pm on Tue 31 Jan.  Assuming SB120 passes the Senate as HB1162 has passed the House ... bills will be read a third time and vote of its companion applied. They then go to the Governor for enactment which according to Sen English could be by the end of the week.  

Coalition has a couple of other initiatives in the works ... cleanup spouse licensure statute (D. Meeks) and veteran business enterprise initiative (TBD) working. Marine Corps League is working Gold Star Family initiative with Sen Eddie Joe Williams. We need to engage and advocate on behalf of ADVA legislation that is in process and then there are a couple of DoD initiatives we are advocating on behalf of too.
